I am writing to update the German Village Community regarding the Third Street Comprehensive Streetscape Design / Master Plan.  Since the German Village Society’s Streetscape Committee held the 2nd open forum concerning the Master Plan last July, myself and various members of our community have participated in several productive meetings with a number of officials from the City of Columbus.  We have effectively conveyed the German Village Community’s concerns regarding the vital importance to address the street in the design concept as well as the continuation of successive phases of this project via subsequent ‘authorizations to proceed’ from the City of Columbus.  Whether the street ultimately remains asphalt or is restored to brick is yet to be determined but the inclusion of this component is essential to the fundamental streetscape design project.  
I am happy to announce that our focused efforts have resulted in agreement by the City of Columbus that the Third Street Comprehensive Streetscape Design / Master Plan will continue to proceed in a sequential manner and will also include the street, its material, and the utilities beneath it in the scope of the project.  As Chair of the Streetscape Committee, I thank the German Village Community for its’ collaborative support to help us succeed in staying the course of such a vital project.

The Streetscape Committee will continue to actively engage the City of Columbus and Kinzelman, Kline, Gossman (KKG) as we work synergistically to ensure successful completion of the Third Street Comprehensive Streetscape Design / Third Street Master Plan.
